It’s great to gather insight and share experiences from industry experts and thought leaders. Interview-style pieces allow you to capture your interactions with these individuals and share them with your audience. 

Interviews – especially those with people your audience is already following – are a great way to bring a different content mix into your marketing. This is a good place to build intrigue about your interviewee – the more intrigued and interested your audience is by the character you’re interviewing, the more likely they’ll be to continue reading.
