This vs. That Piece
Comparison pieces are useful when you want to compare two or more things, such as iPhone vs. Android or Web Apps vs. Native Apps. While you might have a personal bias towards one side of the argument, it’s important to keep a neutral position when writing comparison pieces or else you might compromise the integrity of the piece.

It’s acceptable to choose a side at the end of the comparison, while providing reasons why you believe one side is superior to the other; however, make sure you’ve provided ample pros and cons before ultimately choosing one side.
